
Christmas Trivia Card GAme 
Game Pieces: 

1. Print up the Christmas Trivia Game Board & Christmas Trivia Cards on the pages below. 
(You can laminate and reuse the cards) 

2. You will need dice. 

3. You will need game pieces – can use bottle caps or any other small sized trinkets. 

 

How to Play: 

1. Game is suitable for 2+ players 

2. Put your game pieces on the “Start square”. 

3. Roll the dice to decide who goes first. 

4. Every player takes turns rolling the dice and moving their game piece the number of boxes. 

 For example, if you roll dice and get the number 6, you move your game piece 6 

boxes. 

 When you land on a red box with instructions. You must pick up a trivia card. If 

you answer correctly, you may move forward if not stay in the same place. Wait 

your turn, until you answer a question correctly.  

 When you land on a green box with instructions you must complete the task 

instructed. If you complete the task you may move forward if not stay in the same 

place. Wait your turn, until you complete the task.
